The weekend schedule 
is on the next page.  We will need a few parents to help drive the scouts: 

From St. Basil’s: Right onto Brecksville Rd (Rt 21) heading South, Left on Chippewa Rd (Rt 82) 
heading East, Right onto Ohio 8 (South), Exit at Graham Rd and go left (East) to Rt 91, Darrow 
Rd, turn Right (South) on 91.  Cross the Cuyahoga River, cross some railroad tracks and continue 
past the light at Munroe Falls Ave.  Continue ¼ mile to South River Road, turn left and go 1 mile 
to the park entrance on the right. 

Please fill in the transportation info below if you can help with the driving. 

The fee for the weekend will be $30.  As always, if we spend less on food, we’ll credit back to your 
scout account for what you overpaid.  Payable by cash, check (Troop 652), or by scout camping accounts.  
The event fee is $9 per person, including adults.  We have invited Webelos to visit and camp with us.
